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The Wuxi Symphony Orchestra is dedicated to popularizing and promoting classical
music, enriching the cultural and artistic life of the city. The Orchestra has been inviting
renowned guest musicians from home and abroad to cooperate and perform in various
forms such as symphony, chamber music, cross-border music, etc. By hosting various
concerts and participating in various cultural activities, the Orchestra will bring a splendid
musical experience to the audience, enhance the city’s cultural glamour, and become a
shining cultural business card for Wuxi.
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Lin Daye serves as Artistic Director and Chief Conductor of the Wuxi Symphony
Orchestra, Music Director and Principal Conductor of the Shenzhen Symphony
Orchestra, His portfolio includes trusteeship at the Shenzhen Vitalization Sym-
phony Development Foundation and Shenzhen International Exchange Founda-
tion, membership in the Shanghai Youth Federation, professorship at the Shang-
hai Conservatory of Music Composition & Conducting Department, and visiting
professorships at the China Conservatory of Music, CUHK-Shenzhen School of
Music, Tianjin Conservatory of Music, and Shenzhen University of Technology. He
Is a core member of Shanghai's “Elite Orchestra Training” innovation team.

Honoured with the 2020 & 2022 He Luting Artistic Achievement Awards and the
2020 China National Arts Fund Young Performing Artist Award, Lin made history
In 2012 as the first Chinese winner of the Sir Georg Solti International Conducting
Competition. He was named “Shenzhen’s Top Ten Outstanding Youth” in 2023.

Born in 1980, Lin trained under Professor Xu Xin (Central Conservatory of Music),
Zhang Guoyong (Shanghai Conservatory of Music), and Professor Christian
Ehwald at Hochschule fur Musik Hanns Eisler Berlin, earning Germany's Konzer-
texamen. His professional journey began as Resident Conductor of the Hangzhou
Philharmonic Orchestra (2009), followed by Associate Conductor of the Guang-
zhou Symphony Orchestra (2010-2015) where he led multiple international tours.
The 2012 Sir Georg Solti International Conducting Competition victory secured his
International standing, complemented by Guangdong Province's “Outstanding
Contribution to Music” award.

Having been appointed Professor at the Shanghai Conservatory of Music in Sep-
tember 2015, Lin assumed leadership of the Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra In
May 2016. Under his baton, the orchestra has undertaken international tours, with
notable engagements at the Ljubljana Festival, Romanian Radio International
Festival, Emilia Romagna Festival, Merano Festival, Donizetti Festival, Citta di Cas-
tello Festival, and Shanghai Spring International Music Festival.

His March 2023 appointment as Wuxi Symphony Orchestra’s founding Artistic
Director culminated in conducting its inaugural New Year's Gala on January 1,
2024. Subsequent cultural diplomacy included leading Wuxi Symphony Chamber
Orchestra to Manchester, London, Tokyo and Kyoto between June and July 2024,
alongside critically acclaimed UK tours with the Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra.

March 2025 marked another milestone as Lin became the first Chinese conductor
to headline the opening concert of Russia’s Trans-Siberian Art Festival, followed
by jury duties at the inaugural Classical Violin Olympus International Competition
in April.
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Dr. Li Shaosheng, Music Director of the Wuxi Symphony Orchestra, Resident
Composer of the China National Symphony Orchestra, and Music Director of the
Guangxi Symphony Orchestra. He is a member of the China Musicians Associa-
tion and serves as a Director of the Composition and Composition Theory Society.
Dr. Li studied at the Central Conservatory of Music and its affiliated middle and
high schools, the Julliard School In the United States, and the University of
Missouri-Kansas City.

As one of the excellent representatives of contemporary Chinese composers, Li's
compositions span symphonies, chamber music and operas, earning him acco-
lades such as the Chinese Golden Bell Award for Music, “The Symphonies of the
Time" by the China's Ministry of Culture and Tourism, and commissions from the
Shanghai International Arts Festival. His notable works include opera Marco Polo,
Symphonic Suite Flying Apsaras,large-scale symphonies such as Towards the
Sea, Mountains and Rivers, and chamber music pieces Linghu, Silk Road, etc.
Moonlit Horizon and Silk Road, two of Li's works have been published by the Peo-
ple’s Music Publishing House, and many of his piece have been performances by
renowned orchestras and ensembles globally. In 2024, his new pieces, a song
titled Flourishing White Lotus got “Five One Project Award’, a very important
award in China.

Li's distinctive style, blending Eastern and Western influences, has garnered
attention at prestigious events like the China Now Music Festival in New York,
Thailand International Composition Festival, etc. When working as Project Direc-
tor, he has got involved in many event planning, such as the Beijing Modern Music
Festival, the Shenzhen Belt & Road International Music Festival, which showing
his remarkable contributions to the world of classical music.
